On	Thursday,	September	5,	at	11:00	a.m.,	all	seven	ELCA	Bishops	in	Pennsylvania	will	gather	with
colleagues	and	faith	leaders	from	across	the	Commonwealth	at	the	Capitol	in	Harrisburg	to	call	for

peace.

Their	letter,	titled	“Choices	and	Voices	for	Peace”	encourages	“our	fellow	Pennsylvanians	to	choose
hope	over	hate.	To	build	bridges	of	understanding	that	reach	toward	reconciliation.	To	work

together	to	create	communities	of	peace,	where	all	can	thrive.”
